We are a church on a mission and with Christ’s
purpose – To bring light to a dark world and to
save sinners.

In John 17:3, we pick up two key points:
Firstly, it is eternal life to know the only true
God; and secondly, knowledge of a true God
is acquired through Jesus Christ whom God
has sent. (The mystery of God is revealed to
us through the tangible Christ; i.e., the Second
Person of the Trinity who descended from
heaven in human form.)
In John 17:13-17, Jesus prays for His disciples
to be joyful in their mission while facing
danger (because the world hated them). They
would be engaged in challenging work with
slow progress.

We can learn a few lessons from John 17:

How about us today? Are you tired and
disillusioned in the midst of all the challenges? We
have the invisible enemy. Many are persecuted.

For all the danger, Jesus’ prayer is not for God to
take his disciples out of the world, but that God
would protect them from the evil one. (v. 15) If his
disciples were to give up their mission, then they
would leave the world unblessed by their
testimony.

Singaporeans, just like citizens in any country,
may have their different political leanings.
However, where love of the country is concerned,
they cry MAJULAH SINGAPURA with a unified
voice. They may express their patriotism
conspicuously in diverse ways – in form and
deeds – all fuelled by a depth of conscience and
emotion.



Jesus loved to use everyday item to communicate
God’s truth to his followers. He calls them “salt of
the earth”. This reference has often been
explained to mean adding flavour to the world
and to prevent it from becoming rotten.

Jesus also associates salt with fire and living in
peace with each other. Neither seems to fit with
the idea of taste and preservation: Everyone will
be salted with fire. “Salt is good, but if it loses its
saltiness, how can you make it salty again? Have salt
among yourselves, and be at peace with each other.”
Mark 9:49-50

There are at least four purposes of salt in the
ancient world that are relevant to Jesus calling his
disciples, “salt of the earth.”

1) FLAVOURING
Salt does make food taste better. Christians as
salt of the earth are to enhance flavours to things
which would otherwise be bland, adding blessings
and goodness and proving a contrast by being
distinct and different. Paul says, “Let your
conversation be always full of grace, seasoned with
salt, so that you may know how to answer
everyone.” (Col 4:6)
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We “enhance” the flavour of life in this world –
enriching its goodness and making God’s work
stand out from the normal way of doing things –
when we abide by Jesus’ instruction: “But love
your enemies, do good to them, and lend to them
without expecting to get anything back. Then your
reward will be great, and you will be children of the
Most High, because he is kind to the ungrateful and
wicked” (Luke 6:35). 

2) PRESERVING
Salt was valuable and Roman soldiers were
sometimes paid in salt (sal in Latin, which means
salary).

By using this salt metaphor, Jesus may have
meant that His disciples are called to be
“preservatives” in the world, slowing down the
advancement of moral and spiritual decay. Psalm
14:3 says, “All have turned away, all have become
corrupt; there is no one who does good, not even
one.” 

Disciples of Christ are sent into the world in a
sense to keep it from decay, preserving truth and
goodness in a fallen world.

YOU ARE THE SALT OF THE
EARTH (MATT 5:13)

3) SACRIFICING
Moses explained to the Israelites, how they are to
present their sacrifice: Season all your grain
offerings with salt. Do not leave the salt of the
covenant of your God out of your grain offerings;
add salt to all your offerings. (Lev 2:13)

Salt was a necessary part of Israel’s sacrifice; it
represents God’s covenant with them. Disciples
are salt in this sense as well, as we offer ourselves
in obedience as a living sacrifice to him:
“Therefore, I urge you, brothers and sisters, in view
of God’s mercy, to offer your bodies as a living
sacrifice, holy and pleasing to God—this is your true
and proper worship.” (Rom 12:1)

4) DESTROYING
In the Bible salt is used for judgement and
destruction.  When Lot’s wife turned to look at
Sodom she was turned into a pillar of salt (Gen
19:26), Jesus refers to this incident in regard to
the day of his coming: “Remember Lot’s wife!” (Lk
17:32). Moses warned Israel that if they break
God’s covenant – “The whole land will be a burning
waste of salt and sulfur—nothing planted, nothing
sprouting, no vegetation growing on it.” Deut 29:23.

Jesus in teaching about the judgement of God,
proclaimed, “Everyone will be salted with fire.” Mark
9:49.
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There is a sense in which the disciples as salty
Christians judge the world, in preventing
wickedness, lust, greed or preventing injustices. 
 However, the Church has failed to live this way
and has been a contributor to worldly evil than a
bulwark against it.  It is for this reason that all the
words of God’s judgement are directed at the
people of God rather than the unbelieving world.

LESSON FROM BEING SALT OF THE EARTH
Do we recognise our calling as “salt of the earth”?  
Do we flavour, preserve and sacrifice for the
purposes of God, or would we suffer judgment
when God has to use salt in judgment and
destruction.

After telling His disciples that they are the salt of
the earth, Jesus goes on to say, “But if the salt
loses its saltiness, how can it be made salty again? It
is no longer good for anything, except to be thrown
out and trampled underfoot.” Can salt become less
salty? Strictly speaking, no. Sodium chloride is a
stable compound and can’t become less of itself. 
 True disciples of Jesus cannot lose their saltiness.
They are new creations and completely changed.
Someone who is an imposter cannot become salty
again. The imposters are to be “thrown out and
trampled underfoot” because they have no
effectiveness.

1 John 2:2 says, “He (Jesus) is the atoning
sacrifice for our sins, and not only for ours but
also for the sins of the whole world.”

If you don’t sign up for a course,
register for the vouchers or join the LifeSG mobile
app, then you will not receive these benefits.

Some people may feel that they are not
interested to collect on these benefits, they are
well off enough.

Still others are not too sure how to receive
these benefits because it requires some computer
skills to access them.

Do you see the similarity between Jesus’
sacrificial death for the whole world and the need
to do Evangelism? We need to bring the Good
News to those who don’t know that Salvation is
waiting for them to receive it. As long as they
don’t receive it, they are lost.

There is also an expiry date to the Salvation offer.

ALPHA TO THE OMEGA

WHAT IS THE NILE?
The Nile is the longest river in Africa and
historically considered the longest in the world
(the Amazon is slightly longer). It played a
foundational role in Egyptian civilisation and its
rise to power by supporting agriculture and
fishing. The Nile is also mentioned several times
in the Bible, both as a symbol of Egypt’s power
and as an avenue for God to display His might.

thereafter flows northwards through Egypt,
ending at the Mediterranean Sea.

The Nile is not to be confused with the River of
Egypt (some translations use “Brook” or “Wadi”).
The latter is a smaller river located to the east,
flowing from the Sinai Desert into the
Mediterranean Sea. It defined the southern
border of the land God promised Israel (Genesis
15:18, Ezekiel 47:19).

THE BREADBASKET OF THE MEDITERRANEAN
Egypt had a long and wealthy history due to the
flow of the Nile with its fertile banks and delta.
The Nile overflows its bank annually and deposits
new layers of silt, resulting in very fertile land. By
tilling this land (Isaiah 23:10), the Egyptians could
cultivate and trade wheat, papyrus and other
crops. The Nile itself also served as both a water
source for people and livestock, as well as an
efficient means of transportation for people and
goods. Abundant food and excellent connectivity
made Egypt a major food producer and military
power – the “breadbasket of the Mediterranean”.

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Imagery of the surging river is used to
symbolise Egypt’s power and to subsequently
rebuke Israel for depending on Egypt for
protection rather than on God (Jeremiah 2:18,
46:7-8)
Imagery of a dried-up Nile (and the resulting
economic collapse) is used to convey Egypt’s
ruin after experiencing God’s judgement
(Isaiah 19:5-9, Ezekiel 30:12, Zechariah 10:11)

The Egyptian calendar was based on the flooding
cycles of the Nile. Hapi, god of the annual floods,
was thought to control the flooding along with
the pharaoh. The Nile was even considered the
causeway from life to death and the afterlife. All
tombs were situated west of the Nile (where the
sun sets, symbolising death) as opposed to the
east (where the sun rises, symbolising birth and
growth).

THE NILE IN THE BIBLE
The Nile is prominently featured in the first part
of Exodus due to its setting in Egypt. Moses was
“drawn out of the water” from the Nile by
Pharaoh’s daughter and thus given his name
(Exodus 2:1-10). The first two plagues (blood and
frogs) also displayed God’s power over the Nile
(Exodus 7:14-8:15).

The Nile is mentioned elsewhere in the Old
Testament as well. Joseph interpreted Pharaoh’s
dream which involved cows emerging from the
Nile (Genesis 41:1-4). Later prophets referenced
the Nile when prophesying about Egypt:

MAN’S CONQUEST OF THE NILE
An object of fascination for millennia, mankind
only fully explored and mapped out the Nile in the
mid-19th century. Portuguese missionaries had
reached Lake Tana (the source of the Blue Nile) in
1618, after the establishment of ties between
Portugal and Solomonic Ethiopia. British explorers
would reach Lake Victoria (the source of the
White Nile) only in 1858.

The Nile’s potential for harnessing hydropower
was studied in the 1950s and the first dam, the
Aswan Dam, was completed in 1970. The ability
to better control flooding, provide increased
water storage for irrigation and generate
hydroelectricity helped drive Egypt’s
industrialisation. Damming of the Nile at various
points has inevitably led to water sharing disputes
between countries along the Nile.

CONCLUSION: REAL RIVERS
The Nile was the foundation of Egypt’s wealth
and power. Israel would find itself continually
entangled with its powerful southern neighbour –
as slaves, trading partners, and political allies. But
the God who created the Nile has called us to
trust in Him only, rather than fallible earthly
powers (Ezekiel 29:6b-7, 16).

As CG
members share their life situations with one
another, look out for opportunities to meet their
needs. Start by praying for one another, check-in
with them during the week via phone calls, social
media messages or house visits.

In the larger context of the church, respond to
calls for help when announcements are made or
when issues are presented in newsletters,
bulletins, notice boards or social media platforms.
God does not require each of us to deal with
every problem. When you encounter such needs,
simply pray and ask God if there is something that
you can do about it and follow His bidding.

Therefore, as we have opportunity, let us do good to all people, especially to those who belong to
the family of believers. - Galatians 6:10 (NIV)
